LOOKING BACK….. 
Over the last half term our children have had lots of fun at pre-school. 
They have enjoyed our role play area set up as a construction site, a car wash and a hairdressers.
At Stepping Stones the children have enjoyed lots of fun activities this half  term. Their creative work has included drawing pictures of their families, practicing their cutting skills, shaving foam egg and chick prints, making pipe cleaner caterpillars, painting with straws, making a flower garden, pencil control/mark making practice.  Their investigative work has included learning about different lifecycles: butterfly, chicken and frog.  We have been doing lots of “getting ready for big school” activities too including changing into/out of P.E. kits and carrying school dinner trays.

WHAT’S HAPPENING NEXT HALF TERM:
Monday 1st June: Closed for Staff Safeguarding Training.
Stepping Stones:  We will be continuing our “Letter of the Week”.  Each week the children are encouraged to bring in something (i.e. small toy or object) beginning with the letter we are focusing on.  After half term to enable us to finish in time we will be doubling up the letters.  So first week back it will be the letters Q&R, then S&T, U&V, W&X and Y&Z.  This is for Stepping Stones sessions only.
Stepping Stones Graduation Photographs – Tuesday 9th June:  Our photographer will be in preschool to take graduation photographs of all our Stepping Stones.  If your child does not attend on a Tuesday morning there will be an opportunity for you to book a time slot to bring your child in during the morning session should you wish to.  Emails have been sent out today.
Sponsored Toddle Week – Monday 22nd - Friday 26th June: This will be on all week so every child is able to take part.  You will receive your child’s sponsor form after the half term holidays.
Pirates & Princesses Week – Friday 10th – Thursday 16th July: The children are encouraged to come into preschool dressed up as a pirate or princess.  Don’t worry to rush out and buy something new we will have plenty of dressing up for the children to use.  The children will be given treasure boxes to fill with “treasure”. Don’t forget to bring back your treasure boxes during this week.
Thursday 16th July:  Last Day of Term
Friday 17th July -  Stepping Stones Graduations: These will be held in two groups in the morning.  You will receive your invitation after the half term holidays.

Lunch Boxes 

Government recommendations on healthy eating for Early Years are that sweet treats should be limited and not consumed in excess.  Can we please ask that only one sweet treat (no sweets or chocolate bars) is given in your child’s lunchbox i.e. biscuit/kitkat/cake etc and that all food items are cut up appropriately to avoid them becoming a choking risk. Please NO nuts/nut products or sesame seeds should be brought into pre-school.  Could parents please write your child’s name INSIDE and OUTSIDE of their lunch box/bag as we have a few that are the same and lastly please ensure all children bring in with them a drink of water in a named sports style bottle.  Many thanks for your continued support. 

Child Absences:
Could we please ask that if your child is going to be absent from preschool that you either email or phone into the office on the first day of absence and the reason for the absence.  This is in line with our safeguarding policy.  If we do not hear anything we will be in contact to confirm the reason for not attending.  Thank you for your understanding.

Illness
Can we also remind parents/carers that if you need to give your child Calpol before coming into preschool as your child is suffering from a temperature please keep them at home.  We understand your need for childcare however, with so many different infections around this helps with the spread and also from any staff shortages due to illness.   Also, if your child has been given antibiotics and/or had diarrhea/sickness our policy is for them to not attend preschool for 48 hours in case of a reaction and also to avoid the spread to others.  Thank you for your understanding and co-operation.
Festivals

If there are any special festivals that your family celebrate throughout the year we would love to hear about them.  Please let a member of staff know and we will include this within our learning.

Drinks:
The EYFS framework (statutory requirements) states that Early Years providers must promote good oral health of children who attend their setting.  Ofsted will also assess settings on how they promote good oral health.
We therefore ask that when providing your child with their “named” sports bottle to access throughout the session they only contain water. We will refill these throughout the session with fresh water.
As usual all the children (dependent on allergies) will be offered milk or water at snack time on session.

If you are potty training your child please supply a few changes of clothes  in their bag for ‘accidents’, including shoes.  We do have spare clothes, but are limited on choice/sizes.

Can we please ask that you are prompt to collect your children at the end of session.  This causes distress to the children who are waiting and also can affect the numbers of children we have on the premises especially in the afternoon when we are already full and children aren’t collected on time.
